Dear Friend of the CRRS,

Welcome to the 2011-2012 year of activities sponsored by the Centre for Reformation
and Renaissance Studies! In this Newsletter, we look backward at the successful events
of the fall and forward to events we hope you will enjoy in the spring.

Highlights this fall included a wonderful colloquium on Friendship in Early Modern
Europe; Friday Workshops featuring research-in-progress by faculty; and the 47"
Erasmus Lecture, which was presented by Yale professor Giuseppe Mazzotta on
“Tasso’s ‘Creation of the World’ and the Post-Tridentine Controversy on Images.”

Looking ahead, the spring term will feature our Distinguished Visiting Scholar,
Professor John Paoletti of Wesleyan University, a specialist in art patronage in
sixteenth-century Florence. We also look forward to the eighth annual Canada Milton Seminar, which will for
the first time be hosted as a joint event with the North-Eastern Milton Seminar. In mid-April, the CRRS will
present its annual conference, Early Modern Migrations: Exiles, Expulsions and Religious Refugees 1400-1700.
As well as this Newsletter, please also check the CRRS website (www.crrs.ca) during the year for updated
information about new workshops and other events.

I’d like to highlight three major CRRS undertakings in this brief letter.

First, the CRRS is delighted to announce the initiation of a funded RSA-CRRS Visiting Fellowship. The
Renaissance Society of America (RSA) has invited the CRRS to be one of four participants in its new North
American short-term library fellowship program, funded through a Mellon matching grant. At the same time, the
RSA will also be launching one-month visiting research fellowships valued at $2,500 at the Folger Shakespeare
Library in Washington, the Huntington Library in Los Angeles, and the Newberry Library in Chicago, so we at
the University of Toronto will be in very distinguished company. The RSA and CRRS plan to hold the first
competition next year and to welcome our first RSA-CRRS Fellow in 2013-2014.

Second, after the great success of last year’s Celebration of Early Modern Studies at the University of Toronto,
the CRRS is thrilled to host a second celebration on 16 March 2012. This is an event aimed at developing strong
interdisciplinary and community ties among early modern faculty, postdocs, and graduate students. It offers us
the chance to get a snapshot of the wide range of exciting research being undertaken by colleagues, to consider
possibilities for collaboration, and to engage in productive intellectual conversation and exchange.

Third, as an idea born at last year’s Celebration, this fall saw the first Early Modern Interdisciplinary Graduate
Forum, which | co-organized with Timothy Harrison (doctoral candidate, English). This new CRRS venture
brings together graduate students, post-doctoral scholars, and early modern faculty across campus each month
for truly interdisciplinary discussion. You’ll find the year’s schedule of events on page 4.

We welcome your participation in CRRS activities. As a supporter of the CRRS, you have contributed to the
Centre’s achievements, and my colleagues and | are very grateful to you. The CRRS, described as a “treasure”

by external reviewers, works hard to accomplish a lot with relatively scant resources. Therefore, we also welcome
your continuing support in the form of donations. Enclosed with the Newsletter, you will find a list of the various
possibilities for tax-deductible (and in some cases matched) donations, and you’ll be able to read on page 6 how
two generous donors continue to contribute creatively to the Centre, greatly adding to our resources.

RECENT EVENTS

FALL CoLLOQuUIUM

The CRRS hosted a colloquium this 14-15 October
entitled Friendship in Premodern Europe (1300-
1700) at Northrop Frye and Emmanuel College.
The colloquium was interdisciplinary and included
papers by presenters specializing in literature,
history, art history, post-colonial studies, and gender
studies. It was also international, with speakers
traveling from Switzerland, Belgium, Portugal,
Scotland, France, Italy, the U.S.A, and across
Canada to attend.

After two full days of panels, the colloguium
closed with a plenary round-table featuring
Hélene Cazes (University of Victoria), Elizabeth
Cohen (YYork University), Martin Greig (Ryerson
University), Christian Kihner (European
University Institute), Lynne Magnusson (U of T),
and Sarah Rolfe Prodan (Centre for Reformation
and Renaissance Studies) and moderated by Konrad
Eisenbichler (U of T). All speakers were invited to
a closing reception generously hosted by the Italian
Cultural Institute of Toronto.

THE 47™ ANNUAL ERASMUS LECTURE

The CRRS was honoured to have Giuseppe
Mazzotta (Sterling Professor of Humanities for
Italian, Yale University) deliver the 47" Annual
Erasmus Lecture on 20 ;
October 2011.

Professor Mazzotta is a
renowned scholar of late
medieval and Renaissance
Italian literature who has
written on Dante, Petrarch,
Boccaccio, and Vico in
seven major monographs;
his influential articles
address every century of
Italian literary history.

Entitled “Tasso’s ‘Creation of the World’ and the
Post-Tridentine Controversy on Images,”
Mazzotta’s lecture explored Torquato Tasso’s (1544
-1595) response to the iconoclastic movement in
The latter part of the
sixteenth century and to
the defense of images in
post-Tridentine circles.
Mazzotta’s analysis of
Tasso’s cosmological
poem “Il mondo creato”
revealed the poet’s sense
of the limitations and
consequences of the
Renaissance idea of
Perspective, as well as
his consistent - and
necessary - weaving
together of aesthetics
and theology.

JOINTLY-SPONSORED LECTURES

On 23 September 2011 William H.
Sherman (Professor of English and
Director of the Centre for Renaissance
and Early Modern Studies, University of
z York) delivered a lecture entitled “The
Reader’s Eye: Between Annotation and Illustration”
to a packed hall. The event was co-sponsored by the
Toronto Centre for the Book, Book and Media
Studies at St. Michael’s College, and the CRRS.

On 3 November 2011 Matthew Davies (Reader in
London History, Institute for Historical Research
and Director of the Centre for Metropolitan History,
University of London) presented “Mapping Early
Modern London: New Digital Maps and Tools.”
The event was co-sponsored by the Jackman
Humanities Institute Exiles Working Group, REED,
the Department of English, the Centre for Diaspora
and Transnational Studies, and the CRRS.

CRRS ANNUAL CONFERENCE
19-21 APRIL 2012

Early Modern Migrations: Exiles, Expulsions,
and Religious Refugees 1400-1700 will undertake
sustained, comparative, and interdisciplinary
explorations of the phenomenon and cultural
representation of early modern migrations. The
early modern period witnessed a dramatic increase
in the migration, expulsion, and exile of social and
religious groups and individuals around the globe.
These movements triggered widespread, ongoing
migrations that shaped both the contours of
European colonialist expansion and the construction
of regional, national, and religious identities.

The conference aims to consider how the
transmission and translation of material, textual, and
cultural practices create identity and cross-cultural
identifications in contexts animated by the tension
between location and dislocation. While often driven
by exclusion and intolerance, the exile/refugee
experience also encouraged emerging forms of
toleration, multiculturalism, and notions of
cosmopolitanism.

GERMAINE WARKENTIN DONATES
SAVILE’S RERUM ANGLICARUM (1596)

This spring the CRRS was thrilled to receive a first
edition copy of Rerum Anglicarum scriptores post
bedam (London, 1596) from Professor Germaine
Warkentin. Written by Sir Henry Savile (1549 -
1622), the work is a collection of English historical
writings after Bede. It was also once owned by Sir
Robert Sidney, the younger brother of the poet Sir
Philip Sidney, and Robert’s name appears on the
title page in his own hand. Germaine, Joseph L.
Black, and William R. Bowen have been editing the
catalogue of the Sidney family library (ca. 1665) for
publication over the last decades. With the
manuscript finished and due to be published by U of
T Press, Germaine generously donated the volume to
the Centre. The CRRS thanks her heartily for her
extremely generous gift.

GIVING

Over its long years as a research centre, the CRRS has received many wonderful gifts: books to enhance its
modern and rare collections; funds to help run its programs and to publish its books. We would like to draw
attention to two particularly creative donors: Mrs. Stephanie Corbet & Ms. Natalie Tréboute. This year
will see the tenth anniversary of the J. M. Richard Corbet Undergraduate Research Assistantship
program, which has been funded every year since 2001 by Stephie Corbet. Stephie has long been associated
with Victoria University and the CRRS, and donates a substantial sum to the Centre each year to provide two
undergraduate students interested in the Renaissance and Reformation the opportunity to spend time at the
CRRS. They learn about the functioning of a research library by working at the front desk; participate in the
organizational and academic aspects of Centre programs; and meet face-to-face with illustrious scholars from
all over campus, Canada, and the world who come to consult the Centre's resources. The Corbet Assistants
are funded to work one four-hour shift a week during the academic year. Since 2009 they have been joined
every spring by a third undergraduate selected as our Treboute Research Assistant, a position funded by
Natalie Tréboute, herself a former Corbet Assistant. We are grateful to the creativity and thoughtfulness of
these two donors, and hope their example will inspire others to consider new and inventive ways to

contribute to this marvelous place of scholarship.
